T.A.W. GENERAL CONDITIONS (91)
1.
Notice of Loss

The Assured shall report immediately in writing to the Underwriters any loss, damage or occurrence which may give rise to a claim under this insurance, and shall also file with the Underwriters within ninety (90) days from the date of discovery of such loss, damage or occurrence, a detailed sworn Proof of Loss.  Failure by the Assured to report the said loss or damage and to file such sworn Proof of Loss as provided above shall invalidate any claim under this insurance.

2.
Examination under Oath

In the event of any claim being made hereunder the Assured shall co-operate fully with Underwriters and their employees and representatives at all times and in all aspects of adjustment and settlement of any such claim  and as often as may be reasonably required shall:

a) 
exhibit to any person designated by the Underwriters all that remains of any property herein described;

b)
submit, and insofar as is within his or their power cause his or their employees, members of the household and others to submit to examinations under oath by any person named by the Underwriters and subscribe the same;

c)
produce for examination all bills, invoices and other vouchers, appraisals, valuations and/or other documents relating to the insured property, or certified copies thereof if originals be lost, at such reasonable time and place as may be designated by the Underwriters or their representative, and shall permit extracts and copies thereof to be made.

No such examination under oath or examination of such documents, nor any other act of the Underwriters or any of their employees or representatives in connection with the investigation of any loss or claim hereunder, shall be deemed a waiver of any defence which the Underwriters might otherwise have with respect to any loss or claim, but all such examinations and acts shall be deemed to have been made or done without prejudice to the Underwriters' liability.

3.
Suit


No suit, action or proceeding for the recovery of any claim under this insurance shall be sustainable in any Court of Law of equity unless the same be commenced within twelve (12) months next after discovery by the Insured of the occurrence which gives rise to the claim, provided, however, that if by the laws of the State within this insurance is issued such limitation is invalid, then any such claims shall be void unless such action, suit or proceeding be 
commenced within the shortest limit of time permitted by the laws of such State.

4.
TAW Fully Earned Premium Clause

It is hereby understood and agreed that the Sum Insured under this policy shall be reduced automatically by the amount of any claim paid hereunder from the date and time any loss or damage occurs and that no return premium shall be allowed on any article or articles insured hereunder on which a claim has been paid by Underwriters.
